More natural than you’d think.
   Rosco was one of the original ‘Beale Streeters’ who
created the Rhythm & Blues scene in Memphis. His
reputation was as a wailing, moaning, piano playing
prodigy who’d push crowds to the edge of ecstasy.
   This album is divided between Rosco’s rousing
performance at London’s famed 100 Club, and his
outstanding show at the Burnley Blues Festival.
   An extra pleasure is the presence, on the London
recordings, of fellow Beale Streeter Wayne Bennett - a
wonderful instrumentalist whose innovations were
imitated by others but never to such great effect.
   If you’re looking for the sound of a great band cookin’
in a steaming, storming atmosphere, it’s here.
